Painting

To know about optical mixing, primary, secondary and tertiary colours in the colour wheel and identify pairs of complementary colours. To know how to mix colours using Pointillism.
Textiles/3D/sculpture
Explore and create different patterns by choosing appropriate objects to create effect. 
Explore pattern and shape by using techniques such as layering. 
Carry out different printing techniques, including mono printing, block printing and resist printing. 

Create printing blocks using a relief/ impressed (carving into a printing block e.g. polystyrene, vegetables etc.
Develop mono-printing techniques (the process of making a print using ‘mark making’)- additive and subtractive.
Work into prints once they are dry with a range of media e.g. crayons, colour pens and pencils etc.
Begin to understand what positive and negative shapes are.
Experiment with and combine materials and processes to design and make 3D form.
Use clay to produce a piece of art, adding layers and artistic features.
