Create printing blocks using a relief/ impressed (carving into a printing block e.g. polystyrene, vegetables etc.
Develop mono-printing techniques (the process of making a print using ‘mark making’)- additive and subtractive.
Work into prints once they are dry with a range of media e.g. crayons, colour pens and pencils etc.
Begin to understand what positive and negative shapes are.
Experiment with and combine materials and processes to design and make 3D form.
Use clay to produce a piece of art, adding layers and artistic features.

Drawing

E.g use rubbers to lighten, use pencils to show tone, use tones of the same colour.
Introduce the concept of perspective.
Use vanishing points and horizon lines in their artwork to create perspective.
Produce increasingly detailed preparatory sketches for painting and other work.
Use line and colour to create illusions.
Create their own illusions using blivets.
Use foreshortening in their own work to create perspective.
