Definition of Special Educational Needs

In this policy ‘Special Educational Needs’ refers to a learning difficulty that requires special educational provision.

The SEND Code of Practice 0 to 25 years (DfE, 2014) says that children have a learning difficulty or disability if they:

· Have significantly greater difficulty in learning than the majority of children of the same age; or
· Have a disability which prevents or hinders them from making use of facilities of a kind generally provided for children of the same age in mainstream schools or post-16 institutions; and
· Are under compulsory school age and are likely to fall within either of the definitions above when they reach compulsory school age or would do so if special educational provision was not made for them.
Children must not be regarded as having a learning difficulty solely because the language or form of language of their home is different from the language in which they will be taught.

Definition of Special Educational Needs Provision

For children aged two years or older, this is educational provision additional to, or otherwise different from, the educational provision normally available to pupils of the same age.
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Kensington Primary School has adopted this accessibility plan in line with the school’s Special Educational Needs policy. With the aim of ensuring that our school is socially and academically inclusive, that all pupils have access to a full curriculum and that all pupils are appropriately challenged. 

Our Special Educational Needs policy outlines the school’s provision for supporting pupils with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities (SEND). The school’s publication of equality information and objectives, explains how we ensure equal opportunities for all our students, increased access to the curriculum, physical access to the school and access to information particular to students with SEND. This accessibility plan provides an outline of how the school will manage this part of the SEND provision.

To date the following reasonable adjustments and outcomes from our last audit have been made in line with The Equality Act (2010)

Improved access to the physical environment of the school

· The layout of the site allows access for all pupils, staff and visitors. The building completed in 2002 complies with modern accessibility requirements, other refurbishments and remodelling works within the school consider accessibility in the design.
· All paved areas are regularly checked and maintained so they do not become wobbly. 
· A new fire evacuation plan was introduced to accommodate the new extension (year 3 classrooms).
· The outdoor lighting is regularly checked to ensure it is maintained to a high standard.
· Access to the car park for parents/carers with children who have disabilities. 
· All outdoor steps now have visibility strips.  
Increased access to the curriculum for pupils with a disability

· Specialist furniture.
· Training for teachers on differentiating the curriculum.
· Audit of pupil needs and staff training to meet those needs through the introduction of creative education training.
· All out of school activities are planned to ensure where reasonable, the participation of all pupils.
· Classrooms are organised to promote the participation and independence of all pupils.
· Training for awareness raising of disability issues. 
Reasonable adjustments and improvements made to the delivery of written information to pupils, staff, parents and visitors with disabilities

· Use of visuals
· Different fonts and paper types
· Phone calls to parents who have difficulty with reading
· Translations of letters can be completed through our website
· Written materials in alternative formats and languages can be provided when requested 
The table below is based on our current assessment of accessibility for pupils with SEND. It sets out priorities across the school in a number of areas and the relevant timescales for action to increase accessibility for pupils with SEND. Progress on these measures will be updated annually and reported to the governing body.
